Cherry Creek East Association Special Meeting

Thursday, February 4th, 2010
Voting on Presentation of Zeppelin Development for re-zoning proposal of Greenhouse PUD 115 (Harrison/Jackson Streets between Alameda and Cedar)

Trish Beck Palamara opened the meeting with introductions of Board members and members of the group who worked as a liaison to Zeppelin Development for the Association.
Chris Gleissner from Community Planning & Development City of Denver gave an overview on the current PUD 115 with 2000 modifications. Question and answer period followed.
Mickey Zeppelin and Alan Brown from Zeppelin Development presented their Greenhouse project. This is posted on www.zeppelinplaces.com and our new website, complements of Jodi Addison, www.cherrycreekeast.org. Question and answer period followed.

Lou Raders, CCEA Board member and attorney representing (pro bono) CCEA, presented the contents of the development agreement. The documents are posted on the above websites as well. She compared the differences between the current PUD, new zoning and our development agreement. The Cherry Creek East Guidelines will be adopted as part of the new zoning code, so they will be put into law and no longer only be guidelines. The proposal for the new zoning which is limited by our development agreement is what we’re voting on tonight. Question and answer period followed.

Trish brought up each Member who signed in for a two minute comment to speak. The major issues were traffic with increased density and insufficient parking.

Trish reviewed the voting procedure and reminded everyone that the final decision will be made by the city. All ballots had been distributed to each member as they registered prior to the meeting. All ballots were collected by members of the board.

Abstain – 1

We had 4 absentee voting ballots that were questionable that were not counted; 3 were in support and 1 opposed so the outcome would not have changed had they been counted.
